Assembly Instructions
When you receive your feeding system you will need to assemble the table. Make

sure you have the correct components as listed below before assembly of your new
Dake manual stop.

8- bolts 2 tablelegs
8 —washers 1table
8- nuts 1 digital dliding assembly

Remove the side bolts on the table legs and reinstall them to the desired
height of the legs. Remember the table will add about 3.5 inches to the
height.

Set the legs four feet apart so that you can set the table on top of the legs
(depending on which length table you have you may need to have the
legs further or closer together). In a safe manner use afork lift or hoist to
pick the table up and set it just above the legs so the lifting devise holds
the weight while installing the legs on the table.
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Now line the holes up on the table and the
/ legs. Make sure the leg mounting bracket
does not stick out past the table. Insert one
bolt through the top of the hole. Then put
the Washer on the bottom of the bolt and
thread on one nut. Tighten down and repeat

this for the other 7 mounting holes. Set
table in place and secure to the floor.

Installing the digital reader and display

This black bar and pin needsto line Top round bar
up inthisslot. Y ou may haveto
loosen the handle on the back side
of this assembly to make it fit in the
slot.

Slide the assembly on so that the
first wheel is on the top round bar.
Now, slide the unit forward so the

second whesl is touching the bar.
Make sure the reader is not Metal protector

touching the metal protector. It

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WARNING !!!!
Avoid contact with the reader and magnetic tape. Y ou can check planarity and
parallelism between sensor and magnetic tape using a feller gauge.

Sensor heas should be installed as close as possible to the display.

Avoid running the sensor cable near high voltage power cables.

Avoid mounting sensor head near capacitive or inductive noise sources such as
relays, motors, and switching power supplies.

Reinstall the bolts and bracket that was removed. Now, slide the reader assembly back
and forth to make sure the numbers change on the screen.

Absolute/ incremental
The display can be changed from absolute measuring (unit displays actual distance from
blade) to incremental or relative measuring (unit displays distance from last position).
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Push Pand keyssimultaneously to switch from asbolut measurement to incremental.
Thisfunctionisenabled only if “F_rEL” parameter isset “YES’ (see parameter
change).

Setup / Parameter settings

Push and hold P for 4 seconds to enter setup and “SETUP” is displayed. Push

key to enter MENU (parameters). Push P key to access the next parameter and parameter
setting. Push P key for 4 seconds to exit the setup an any point.

Default parameter s (factory settings)
All default values are written in BOLD CHARACTERS. The display can be reset to
default parameters with the following procedure:
